On behalf of the City of Albion and Bohm Theatre Historic Preservation project we would like to request
an Amendment to grant MSC 212014-ESB. Our request includes an expanded scope of work, budget
revision, timeline extension and request for additional funding in the amount of $202,000.

No activities are being eliminated, however due to various safety and code requirements, the following
items have been added to the project:

Additional resources have already been leveraged for this project, the increased funding request is
based on 22% of the project costs, as in the original grant agreement. Therefore our leverage of local
resources is increasing by $710,544.17.

Description and Justification

The restoration start date has been delayed due to project value engineering. While demolition, abatement, new
electrical service, and decorative plaster repair occurred over the summer, restoration will not commence until January
20, 2014. Given this delay, we would like request an extension of our grant through Feb. 2015, to ensure project
completion and that no other amendments are required. Originally we had scheduled completion for Oct. 2014, which
was a 19 month time frame. February will give us ample wiggle room, yet is still within the typical 24 month time period
for construction. The attached document “inside spread2” is a timeline for all trades. It shows completion of work in
Dec. 2014.

Bids have come in substantially higher than we had anticipated, and that combined with overages occurring during the
summer months put that total project approximately $1.5 million over budget. Through value engineering we were able
to decrease the overage by approximately $500,000. This is due to several factors including the following:

* Safety issues — the need for scaffolding and other safety construction, ie temp. rails, etc. was not
considered in the budget. With the height of the auditorium being 30ft - the whole area required
scaffolding for demo and will require it again for finish work. Approx. cost $100,000.

® Abatement —the asbestos abatement was budgeted at about 15% of what the actual cost was. The
specs were not complete and were based on repairs for damaged ceiling areas, the budget did not take
into consideration areas that would need to be removed for new construction, like holes for HYAC
ducts, needing to remove some ceiling areas for access to plumbing and other systems, etc. Approx.
overage of abatement and monitoring $100,000.

® Fire sprinkler — Once we brought the balcony back into the scope (original plans were to open the main
house first, then we changed that when we got the CDBG grant) code based on occupancy kicked in that
now is requiring sprinkler systems. Approx. cost sprinklers and engineering $85,000.

* Basements - We had not planned on doing work in the basements at this time — but determined that
the sump pumps were not enough for the water problems so we have needed to add this aspect that
was to be phased in later into the current project.

*  Electrical - overall the electrical estimate was half of what the actual bids and cost were. Part of this was
based on the need to have a separate transformer room for the electrical to get us the voltage that we
need, because Consumer’s could not supply it. Additional safety lighting and lighting in areas where
there currently is none, is also required. For example safety lighting along the stairs in the balcony.

® Plumbing - the bids also came in at double the engineering estimates — | think that they just
underestimated the reality of all of the pipes, etc. that are needed, plus additional sump work is planned
for the east basement.

*  Finish work -Since we are seeking historic tax credits everything has to comply with the Secretary of
Interior’s standards, finish work needs to be historically accurate and costs more than new construction

While we have the construction loan, we are very concerned about the effects on operational stability if we have a high
debt load. While there is still money to be raised in the community, we have tapped many of our m ajor sources. | would

also like to note that in addition to this we have secured $225,000 for an endowment, so basically have secured over
52.2 million for the project so far!
