THE CITY OF ALBION ORDAINS:

Section 34-1, Property Tax Exemption

1. Definitions
a. "Authority" means the Michigan State Housing Development Authority.

b. "Act" means the State Housing Development Authority Act, Public Act 346
of 1966, of the State of Michigan, as amended.

¢. "Annual Shelter Rent" means the total collections during an agreed annual
period from all occupants of a housing development representing rent or
occupancy charges, exclusive of charges for gas, electricity, heat or other
utilities furnished to the occupants.

d. "Contract Rents" are as defined by the US Department of Housing and

Urban Development in regulations promulgated pursuant to the US
Housing Act of 1937 as amended.

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e. "Housing Development" means a development which contains a
significant element of housing for persons and families of low income and
such elements of other housing, commercial, recreational, industrial,
communal, and educational facilities as the Authority determines improve
the quality of the development as it relates to housing for persons of low
income.

f. "HUD" means the United States Department of Housing and Urban
Development.

g. "Mortgage Loan" means a loan made by the Authority to the Sponsor for
the construction and/or permanent financing of the Housing Development.

h. "Utilities" mean fuel, water, sanitary sewer service and/or electrical service
which are paid by the Housing Development,

i. "Sponsor" means person(s) or entities which have applied to the Authority
for a Mortgage Loan to finance a Housing Development, (Lincolnshire
Redevelopment Limited Dividend Housing Association, LLC).

2. Class of Housing Development
a. The tax exemption referenced in this Ordinance shall specifically apply to,
and for which a payment shall be paid in lieu of property taxes, multi-
family dwellings, persons or families of low income which are financed or
assisted pursuant to the Act, but is not intended to include any housing
developments not listed in sub-section (b).

b. This Ordinance is specifically intended to apply to a housing development
known as Lincolnshire Townhomes located in Albion, MI.

c. Notwithstanding sub-sections (a) and (b), this Ordinance shall not affect
other housing developments with property tax exemptions already in effect
as of the effective date of this Ordinance.

3. Establishment of Payment in Lieu of Taxes
a. The Housing Development identified as Lincolnshire Townhomes and the

property on which it is constructed, subject to the receipt of a Mortgage
Loan from the Authority and/or a mortgage loan from a private lender
insured by HUD, shall be exempt from all property taxes following the
enactment of this ordinance. The City of Albion shall accept payments in
lieu of property taxes from the Sponsor in an amount equal to 8.84% of
the Annual Shelter Rents.

4. Limitation on Payments in Lieu of Taxes
a. The payments to be made in lieu of property taxes each year for the part
of the Housing Development which is tax exempt and which is occupied
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by other than low income persons or families shall be equal to the full
amount of the taxes which would be paid on that portion of the Housing
Development if the Housing Development were not tax exempt.

5. Payments
a. The payments in lieu of property taxes as determined under this
Ordinance shall be payable in the same manner as general property taxes
are payable to the City of Albion, except that the annual payment shall be
paid on or before June 15 of each year.

6. Duration
a. This Ordinance shall remain in effect and shall not terminate, except as
provided in sub-section (b), so long as the Mortgage Loan and/or any
mortgage loan from a private lender insured by HUD, remains outstanding
and unpaid or the Authority or HUD has any interest in the property;
provided, that the Sponsor acquires ownership of the Housing
Development within one year from the effective date of this Ordinance.

b. This Ordinance may be terminated at any time, for any reason, by the City
of Albion, but this Ordinance shall automatically cease to be in effect fifty
(50) years from its effective date.

7. Severability
a. The various sections and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to
be severable, and should any section or provision of this Ordinance be
declared by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or
invalid, the remaining sections shall remaining sections shall remain valid.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 34, ARTICLE | OF THE CITY OF ALBION
CODE OF ORDINANCES, BY ADDING SECTION 34-2, TO EXEMPT OAK
MEADOWS TOWNHOMES FROM TAXATION AND PROVIDE FOR PAYMENTS IN
LIEU OF PROPERTY TAXES

Findings and Purpose

The City of Albion seeks to encourage the development of low income housing to
provide housing for its citizens and recognizes that providing such housing is a public
necessity. One such manner to further facilitate that goal is to provide for a payment in
lieu of taxes for certain housing developments. The State Housing Development
Authority Act of 1966, MCL 125.1401 et seq. allows for such payments in lieu of taxes.
Albion Non-Profit Housing (Sponsor) has offered, subject to receipt of financing from
appropriate lenders to rehabilitate and operate a housing development known as Oak
Meadows to serve persons and families of low income within the City of Albion. The
Sponsor has further offer to make annual payments to the City of Albion in lieu of all
property taxes.

The City of Albion Ordains:

SECTION 1. This Ordinance shall be known and cited as the "City of Albion Tax
Exemption Ordinance -- Oak Meadows".

SECTION 2. Preamble.

Itis acknowledged that it is a proper public purpose of the State of Michigan and
it political subdivisions to provide housing for its low income persons and families and
to encourage the development of such housing by providing for a service charge in lieu
of property taxes in accordance with the Act. The City of Albion is authorized by this Act
to establish or change the service charge to be paid in lieu of taxes by any or all classes
of housing exempt from taxation under this Act at any amount it chooses, not to exceed
the taxes that would be paid but for this Act. Itis further acknowledged that such
housing for low income persons and families is a public necessity, and as the City of
Albion will be benefited and improved by such housing, the encouragement of the same
by providing real estate tax exemption for such housing is a valid public purpose. It is
further acknowledged that the continuance of the provisions of this Ordinance for tax
exemption and the service charge in lieu of all ad valorem taxes during the period
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contemplated in this Ordinance are essential to the determination of economic feasibility
of the housing projects that is constructed or rehabilitated with financing extended in
reliance on such tax exemption.

The City of Albion acknowledges that the Sponsor (as defined below) has
offered, subject to receipt of a Mortgage Loan from the Michigan State Housing
Development Authority, to own and operate a housing project identified as Oak
Meadows on certain property located at West Erie Street at west city limits in the City of
Albion to serve low income persons and families, and that the Sponsor has offered to
pay the City of account of this housing project an annual service charge for public
services in lieu of ad valorem property taxes.

SECTION 3. Definitions.

A. Authority means the Michigan State Housing Development Authority.

B. Annual Shelter Rent means the total collections during an agreed annual
period use from or paid on behalf of all occupants of a housing project representing rent
or occupancy charges, exclusive of Utilities.

C. Low Income Persons and Families means persons and families eligible to
move into a housing project.

D. Mortgage Loan means a loan or grant made or to be made by the
Authority to the Sponsor for the construction, rehabilitation, acquisition and/or
permanent financing of the housing project, and secured by a mortgage on the housing
project.

E: Sponsor means Albion Non-Profit Housing and any entity that receives or
assumes a Mortgage Loan.

F. Utilities means charges for gas, electric, water, sanitary sewer and other
utilities furnished to the occupants that are paid by the housing project.

SECTION 4. Class of Housing Projects

Itis determined that the class of housing projects to which the tax exemption
shall apply and for which a service charge shall be paid in lieu of such taxes shall be
housing projects for Low Income Persons and Families that are financed with a
Mortgage Loan by the Authority. It is further determined that Oak Meadows is of this
class.

SECTION §&. Establishment of Annual Service Charge.
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The housing project identified as Oak Meadows and the property on which it is
located shall be exempt from all ad valorem property taxes from and after the

of the Sponsor's offer to operate the housing project, the City agrees to accept payment
of an annual service charge for public services in lieu of all ad valorem property taxes.
Subject to receipt of a Mortgage Loan, the annual service charge shall be equal to 10%
(ten percent) of 90% (ninety percent) of the Annual Shelter Rents actually collected by
the housing project during each operating year.

SECTION 6. Contractual Effect of Ordinance.

Notwithstanding the provisions of section 15(a)(5) of the Act to the contrary, a
contract between the City of Albion and the Sponsor with the Authority as third party
beneficiary under the contract, to provide tax exemption and accept payments in lieu of
taxes, as previously described, is effectuated by enactment of this Ordinance.

SECTION 7. Limitation on Payment of Annual Service Charge.

Notwithstanding Section 5, the service charge to be paid each year in lieu of
taxes for the part of the housing project that is tax exempt but which is occupied by
other than low income persons or families shall be equal to the full amount of the taxes
which would be paid on that portion of the housing project if the housing project were
not tax exempt.

SECTION 8. Payment of Service Charge.

The annual service charge in lieu of taxes as determined under this Ordinance
shall be payable in the same manner as general property taxes are payable to the City
and distributed to the several units levying the general property tax in the same
proportion as prevailed with the general property tax in the previous calendar year. The
annual payment for each operating year shall be paid on or before June 30 of the
following year. Collection procedures shall be in accordance with the provisions of the
General Property Tax Act (1893 PA 208, as amended; MCL 211.1, et seq).

SECTION 9. Duration.

This Ordinance shall remain in effect for a period of not more than ten (10) years
from the date of its enactment. This Ordinance shall automatically terminate upon the
expiration of the ten (10) year period unless renewed by the City Council prior to the
date of expiration.

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SECTION 10. Severability.

The various sections and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be
severable, and should any section or provision of this Ordinance be declared by any
court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid the same shall not affect
the validity of this Ordinance as whole or any section or provision of this Ordinance,
other than the section or provision so declared to be unconstitutional or invalid.

SECTION 11. Inconsistent Ordinances.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent or in conflict with the provisions
of this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such inconsistency or conflict. This
Ordinance specifically repeals Ordinance #2013-01 and shall supersede the same.
SECTION 12. Effective Date.

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In the event of dissolution of the corporation, all assets after payment of liabilities shall be
distributed to the City of Albion, Michigan, or Yo an instrumentality of the City of Albion, for a public
purpose, or in default of acceptance by any such unit of government, to an organization exempt from
taxation on the basis of Section 501 () (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE X

Indemnification of Volunteer Directors

Section 1. Indemnification. A volunteer director of this corporation shall not be personally liable
to the corporation for monetary damages for any breach of the director's fiduciary duty. However, this
provision shall not be construed to limit the liability of a trustee for any of the following:

a. abreach of the director's duty of loyalty to the corporation or its members;

b. acts or omissions not in good faith or that involve intentional misconduct or knowing violation
of law;

¢. a violation of Section 551 (1) of the Michigan Nonprofit Corporation Act (Section 450.2551 (1)
of the Michigan Compiled Laws), P.A., 1982, No. 162, as amended, which defines certain actions
prohibited to nonprofit corporations;

d. atransaction from which the director derived an improper personal benefit;
€. an act or omission occurring before the date of incorporation of the corporation.

Section 2.  Assumption of Liability. The corporation assumes all liability to any person other
than the corporation for all acts or omissions of a volunteer director acting within the scope of his or her
duties and authority as a director, except liability arising from any intentionally harmful act, or any
intentional act or omission substantially likely to cause harm or liability to the corporation. The protection
afforded by this section shall not extend to any act or omission occurring before the date of incorporation
of the corporation.

ARTICLE XI
Amendment of By-Laws

These by-laws may be amended from time to time by the board of directors by the vote of a
majority of its members. No proposed amendment to the by-laws shall be acted upon unless the text of the
proposed amendment has been submitted to the directors at least ten (10) days before the action is taken.

ARTICLE XII

Membership Club

The Board of Directors of The Friends of The Bohm Theatre shall be considered a membership club. An auxiliary
member group called the Patron’s Society shall be formed representing annual dues paying members. Each year
there shall be an annual meeting of the Patron’s Society at which the membership shall be invited to vote a
representative to represent them on the club’s Board of Directors.
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But, the alcoholic liquor used in the unlicensed hall may only be derived from a liquor licensed retailer
authorized® to sell it to them,

If the club wants to sell alcoholic liquor and allow its consumption on the premises, a Club liquor license must be
issued to that club. If the club wants to allow take-out sales of beer and wine, an SDM license is to be issued in
conjunction with the Club license.

Do we qualify?

The provisions of the Liquor Control Code of 1998 (Act 58 of 1998) defines a club as a non-profit association,
whether incorporated or unincorporated, organized for the promotion of some common purpose, the object of
which is owning, hiring, or leasing a building, or space in a building, of an extent and character as in the
Jjudgment of the commission may be suitable and adequate for the reasonable and comfortable use and
accommodation of its members and their guests, but does not include an association organized for a commercial
or business purpose (MCL 436.1107.5).

Qualifications

The bona-fide non-profit organization must have been in existence for not less than two years prior to making
application for the liquor license. The waiting period is waived for a club that is a chapter of a national
organization.

The applicant for the Club license must affirm to no racial disqualifications for membership or guest privileges
contained in the charter, constitution, franchises, by-laws, membership application or related documents under
which the club is currently operating. An affidavit® attesting to this must be submitted with the application,

Club licensees who are licensed to sell beer, wine and liquor may do so only to bona-fide club members who
have attained the age of 21 for consumption on the licensed premises (MCL 436.1532.1; MCL 436.1537.1c). An
SDM license issued to a club allows the sale of beer and wine only to bona-fide members who have attained the
age of 21 for consumption off the licensed premises (R436.1525; MCL 436.1533). Club licenses are not subject to
the quota for the local unit of government,

The club must be self-supporting without the sale of alcoholic liquor (MCL 436.1532.3). Income from the club’s
aggregate membership fees or dues, and other income exclusive of the proceeds from the sale of alcoholic liquor
must be sufficient to defray the annual rental of its leased or rented premises or, if the premises are owned by
the club, are sufficient to meet the taxes, insurance, repairs, and interest on a mortgage on the premises.

A club applicant must file” with the commission:

= Certified copy of resolution requesting a license adopted at a bona-fide meeting.
= Copy of the constitution, charter and by-laws of the club.

* Affidavit of no racial discrimination LC-1178.

* Minutes of club meetings to be recorded in English and available for inspection.
