One significant concern that developers and/or manufactures have when looking at vacant
property is the soil composition and the relating load bearing capacity of the soil. If development
is going to occur on a site, it's critical that the soil is suitable to build on. These are the kinds of
questions we are being asked more and more when potential developers inquire about our 425
property. Accordingly, the City has recognized for some time that it must hire an engineering
firm to conduct a study on the site for this Vvery purpose at some point in time.

Then, a prospect that Peggy Sindt had been working with suddenly became extremely interested
in a large portion of the 425 property. They had made a decision to construct a very large
manufacturing plant when the right site was selected and our 425 property was near the top of
their list. That prompted an extremely urgent request for volumes of information, including the
soil composition and load bearing capacity specifications. It was a situation where this mass of
information had to be obtained and produced immediately, literally within days, and sometimes
within a matter of hours, in order to maintain the prospects interest in the property.

Due to the significant size of this prospect and the degree of interest expressed in our site,
combined with the fact that the City recognized that this information would be crucial to have
available for any future development prospects, a decision was made by management, to hire
the services of Soils and Materials Engineers, Inc. It was determined that it was both a critical,
and an urgent matter to obtain this soil information.

The proposal is to split the bill 3 ways between the Solid Waste Fund, the Sewer Fund and the
Water Fund, each paying an equal share. Like all Funds, the budgets are tight, however, this in
valuable information that is necessary to have if the 425 site is ever going to be developed.
Additionally, the Sewer and Water Funds would benefit considerably from future development
of the site by being the provider of the water and sewer services.
