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already out in the public. She stated the City should not be afraid of information
and it should not appear as though we are sweeping these types of situations
under the rug.

Purpose and Finding: The Redevelopment Ready Communities© (RRC) is a state-wide program of the
Michigan Economic Development Corporation (MEDC) that certifies communities that actively engage
stakeholders and plan for the future. A RRC certification signals to business owners, developers and
investors that the community has removed development barriers by building deliberate, fair, and
consistent processes to attract investment.

The City of Albion participated in the RRC self-evaluation of the redevelopment practices with an advisory
group of local stakeholders. The results of the self-evaluation were reported to the Albion City Planning
Commission on September 15, 2015.

The findings report details each of six core areas in which the City of Albion was evaluated to determine
if the City meets best practices and the measurable steps required in seeking Redevelopment Ready
Community Certification. This citizen’s stakeholder group and the City Planning Commission are
" recommending to the Albion City Council to authorize participation in the Michigan Economic
Development Corporation’s (MEDC) Redevelopment Ready Communities Program.

WHEREAS, the Michigan Economic Development Corporation (MEDC) has established the statewide
Redevelopment Ready Communities (RRC) Program to empower communities to shape their future and
maximize economic potential; and

WHEREAS, RRC is a program that provides technical assistance to and certifies Michigan communities who
actively engage stakeholders and plan deliberate, fair and consistent processes; and

WHEREAS, the City of Albion recognizes the value of the RRC Program and seeks to improve its
development readiness via a detailed review of its development processes, including its Comprehensive
Plan, Downtown Development Plan, and Zoning Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, the RRC program includes evaluating and strengthening the development-related partnerships
between the City Council and stakeholder organizations, such as the MEDC, Albion Downtown
Development Authority, Albion Economic Development Corporation, and Albion Planning Commission;
and

WHEREAS, the RRC Certification is a multi-year process. The pace of the adoption of best practices will be
based on the City’s capacity and therefore no deadline is established.
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Albion City Council hereby authorizes the City of Albion to
participate in the Michigan Economic Development Corporation’s Redevelopment Ready Community
(RRC) program. The City of Albion is willing to allow use of limited City resources in the current 2015
budget or in accordance with future budgetary action to support the RRC program. The City of Albion
hereby commits to the RRC Best Practices and evaluation process with the intent to improve our processes
and communications with our stakeholders. The City Council will continue to work with the team of local
champions and the MEDC as our community moves forward in seeking RRC certification.

arge shopping malls located in inner-ring suburbs are

struggling to survive, the result of population shifts and

changes in shopping habits. Northland Center in South-
field and Summit Place Mall, once two of the most popular
shopping destinations in Southeast Michigan, recently closed.

But another retail behemoth, the 930,000-square-foot
Macomb Mall in Roseville, is undergoing a multimillion-dollar
expansion that mall officials say was made possible by Rose-
ville becoming the state’s first certified Redevelopment Ready
Community in August of 2014.

“The time frames that we were presented by our new ten-
ants could not be realized without the streamlined, single-
source contact the city provided,” said Karl Zarbo, director of
operations at mall owner Lormax Stern Development Co. in
Bloomfield Hills. “Every step was accelerated from standard
municipal procedures. The City of Roseville has been wonder-
ful to work with.”

RRC Certification Specifics
Michigan's RRC program, administered by the Michigan Eco~
nomic Development Corporation (MEDC), is a rigorous pro-
gram that certifies communities are using best practices in the
areas of planning, zoning, marketing, economic development,
community engagement, and recruiting and educating local
officials. “The RRC certification is a formal recognition that a
community has a vision for the future and the fundamental
practices in place to get there,” according to the MEDC.
There is no cost for communities to participate in the
program, which is designed to remove barriers to economic
development. Once certified, communities have access to a
team of local economic development experts contracted by

the MEDC, as well as MEDC staffers. Communities must issue
progress reports to the MEDC twice a year.

In addition to Roseville, the cities of Allegan and Eastpointe
have been certified as RRCs. Roseville City Manager Scott Ad-
kins said his city started working toward certification several
years ago because of the challenges the older suburb faced in
remaining vibrant with declining property values and no room
to grow.

“We were a largely built-out community,” he said. “We felt
it was important to rethink our strategy for redevelopment.”
But even though Rosevilie was mostly developed, the city
had dozens of vacant or declining commercial and industrial
properties that could be revitalized and bring new life to this
working-class community located northeast of Detroit.

City Streamlines Development Process
One of the critical aspects of Roseville’s RRC designation is
changing how the city processes development proposals. All
of the city's development ordinances and requirements for
getting a project approved are in a single place on the city’s
website, which Adkins said has greatly sped up the process.

“We have a pre-meeting with developers and we provide
them with an electronic packet that allows them to read all
the ordinances and formal procedures,” he said. “You've now
cut the time needed to gather and process all those materials.
It's a one-stop shop.”

Adkins said since becoming a RRC, the time it takes to get
approval for a big development project in Roseville like the
Macomb Mall expansion has fallen from six months to 90 days
or less. "It's been a huge improvement,” he said. Roseville
saw $40 million in commercial development last year that he
attributed directly to the city’s RRC certification, which he
compares to a “Good Housekeeping Seal” for development
practices.

Marketing the city more aggressively to potential devel-
opers and businesses also has been critical in attracting more
investment, Adkins said. While Roseville is easily accessible
from several major freeways, many tend to pass it by. “Ue’re
fortunate enough to be on a well-traveled corridor,” he said.
“But we needed to reach out and shout to investors, ‘Look at
us!"”

Pulling Together to Get RRC Certified
Becoming certified wasn't easy, though. UWhen Roseville
started the process, Adkins estimated that only about 25
percent of its planning and development processes met RRC
standards. It took hundreds of hours of staff time and nu-
merous meetings with community stakeholders, including the
city council, schools, and chamber of commerce to develop a
community plan and implementation strategy that Rdkins said
meets 100 percent of the criteria.
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MEDC Praises City’s Unrelenting Work
Jennifer Rigterink, who manages the RRC program at the
MEDC, said she’s especially impressed with how Roseville
integrates its public schools into its “Destination Roseville”
economic development marketing plan. “They're showing
that Roseville is a great place for families and are highlighting
the school system,” she said. “The communities with the best
schools are going to win."

The RRC program grew out of a 2003 report by
then-Governor Jennifer Granholm’s Land Use Leadership
Council, which was charged with recommending policies to
deal with urban sprawl and disinvestment in city centers. It
was established by the Michigan Suburbs Alliance (now called
Metro Matters) and was acquired by the MEDC in 2011.

Rigterink said Roseville was proactive from the start, even
contacting the MEDC about its interest in the RRC program
before it was publicly announced. “They had been evaluated
by Suburbs Rlliance and worked tirelessly on it for two years,”
she said. But the city “still had a lot of work to do” when the
MEDC took over the RRC program.

She attributes Roseville’s success in becoming a certified
RRC to the unrelenting work of Adkins and other community
leaders. “| can't stress enough how important it is to have a
strong and innovative city manager, and never giving up. That
leadership was key to Roseville becoming (the first) certified

community.”

Roseville'’s RRC certification has been just as important to
developing small businesses like Just Delicious Scones and
the Royal Treat Tea Room as it was in easing red tape in the
expansion of the Macomb Mall. Jennifer Colombo, who owns
the two businesses, said she came to Roseville five years ago
with “a $50 oven and a bag of flour.” and has had tremendous
support from the city in growing her businesses.

Colombo said the city helped her identify and apply for a
$25,000 grant to expand her wholesale scone business. And
she said she gets regular assistance from Roseville city com-
munity and Economic Development Director Jason Fried-
mann in dealing with growth issues.

Revenues of her two businesses grew by 65 percent last
year and Colombo said she’s planning to purchase the building
her businesses have rented for the past few years. “l think |
could say I'm the luckiest business in Roseville," she said.

ORDINANCE #2015-06

AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE SECTION 82-5 OF THE CITY OF ALBION CODE OF
ORDINANCES TO AUTHORIZE THE OPERATION OF OFF-ROAD RECREATION
AND UTILITY VEHICLES ON CERTAIN CITY STREETS PURSUANT TO MCL
324.81131 AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF

PURPOSE AND FINDING:

There is a growing popularity of the use of off-road recreation and utility vehicles such
that the operation of such vehicles causes safety concerns. The City has the authority to
enact ordinances to regulate the use of such vehicles, pursuant to MCL 324.81131. This
ordinance is in the interest in health, safety, and welfare of the people of City of Albion.

THE CITY OF ALBION ORDAINS:

Sec. 82-5. Operation of off-road recreation and utility vehicles (ORVs) on city

streets.

Section 1.

(a) Definitions.

As used in this ordinance:

O]

“ORV" or vehicle means a motor-driven off-road recreation or utility
vehicle capable of cross-county travel without benefit of road or
traif, on or immediately over land, snow, ice, marsh, swampland, or
other natural terrain. ORV or vehicle includes a side-saddle
wheeled vehicle or other means of transporting deriving motor
power from a source other than muscle or wind. ORV or vehicle
does not include a golf cart, registered snowmobile, a motorcycle or
related 2-wheel, 3-wheel, or 6-wheel drive vehicle, an ATV, an
amphibious machine, a ground effect air cushion vehicle, a farm
vehicle being used for farming, a vehicle used for military, fire,
emergency, or law enforcement purposes, a vehicle owned an
operated by a utility company or an oil or gas company when
performing maintenance on its facilities or on property over which it
has an easement, a construction or fogging vehicle in performance
of its common function, or a registered aircraft.

“ATV" means a vehicle with 3 or more wheels and that is
designated for off-road use, has low-pressure tires, has a seat
designated to be straddled by the rider, and is powered by a 50cc
to 1,000cc gasoline engine or an engine of comparable size using
other fuels.
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(b)

(3) “Operate” means to ride in or on, and be in actual physical control
of, the operation of an ORV.

4) “Operator means an individual who operates or is in actual physical
control of the operation of an ORV.

(5) “Street” means a city major street or city local street as defined in
1951 PA 51, MCL 247.659, or a segment thereof.

Except as set forth herein or otherwise provided by law, an individual may
operate an ORV on city streets, subject to the following restrictions:

(O] A person shall not operate an ORV on city streets unless used in
the course of their employment, for snow removal, or other
purposes approved by the Department of Public Safety.

(2) A person shall not operate an ORV unless he or she is at least 12
years of age.

3) A person under the age of 18 years of age shall not operate an
ORV unless the person is in possession of a valid driver license or
under the direct supervision of a parent or guardian and the person
has in his or her immediate possession an ORV safety certificate
issued pursuant to Part 811 of Michigan Natural Resources and
Protection Act or a comparable ORYV safety certificate issued under
the authority of another state or providence of Canada. These
requirements are in addition to any applicable requirements of state
law in MCL 324.81129, as may be amended.

(4) All ORYV operators 18 years. of age or older shall have in their
immediate possession a valid driver license.

(5) Unless the person possesses a valid driver license pursuant to
MCL 257.25, as amended, a person shall not operate an ORV if the
ORV is registered as a motor vehicle.

6) The operator of an ORV shall comply with the signal requirements
of MCL 257.648 that apply to the operation of a vehicle.
7) A person operating an ORV upon a roadway shall ride as near to

the right side of the roadway as practicable, exercising due care
and caution when passing a standing vehicle or proceeding in the
same direction.

(8) An ORYV shall not be operated on a sidewalk constructed for the
use of pedestrians unless used in the course of their employment,
for snow removal, or other purposed approves by the Department
of Public Safety.

9) An ORV shall not be operated at a speed exceeding 25 miles per
hour or in a manner that interferes with traffic on the street. In no
event shall a person operate an ORV at a rate of speed greater

than is reasonable and proper, or in a careless manner, having due
regard for conditions then existing.

ORVs shall travel single file except that an ORV may travel abreast
of another ORV when it is overtaking or passing, or being
overtaken and passed by, another ORV.

Racing ORVs on city streets is prohibited.

ORVs shall display a lighted headlight and lighted taillight at all
times.

A person shall operate an ORV with the flow of traffic on the far
right of the maintained portion of the street, in a manner that does
not interfere with traffic on the street.

Operation of ORVs is not allowed on any roadway within the city
cemetery, except by employees of the City of Albion Department of
Public Works, in the course of their employment.

A person shall not transport a passenger in or upon an ORV unless
the manufacturing standards for the vehicle make provisions for
transporting passengers.

A person shall not operate an ORV unless the vehicle is equipped
with a braking system that may be operated by hand or foot,
capable of producing deceleration at 14 feet per second on level
ground at a speed of 20 miles per hour; a brake light, brighter than
the taillight, visible from behind the vehicle when the brake is
activated, if the vehicle is operated during the hours of one-half
(1/2) hour after sunset and one-half (1/2) hour before sunrise; and a
throttle so designed that when the pressure used to advance the
throttle is removed, the engine speed will immediately and
automatically return to idle.

An individual who is operating or is a passenger on an ORV shall
wear a crash helmet and protective eyewear that are approved by
the United States Department of Transportation. This subsection
does not apply to an individual wearing a properly adjusted and
fastened safety belt if the ORV is equipped with a roof that meets or
exceeds United States Department of Transportation standards for
a crash helmet.

An ORY shall not be operated on any state trunkline right-of-way,
except that the operated of a vehicle may cross a street, country
road, or highway, other than a limited access highway, at right
angles, for the purposes of getting from one area to another, if the
operation can be done in safety. The operator shall bring the
vehicle to a complete stop before proceeding across a street,
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country road, or highway, and shall yield the right-of-way to
oncoming traffic.

(19) These requirements are in addition fo any applicable requirements
or state law in Part 811 of Act 451 of 1994, the Michigan Natural
Resources and Environmental Protection Act, as may be amended.

(20) This ordinance does not apply to a police officer in the performance
of his or her official duties.

(¢) A person who violates this ordinance is responsible for a civil infraction and
subject to a fine of not more than $500.00.

(d) In addition to the fine provided for herein, a court shall order violators of this
ordinance to pay the cost of repairing damage to the environment, a street,
country road, or highway, or public property as a result of the violation
pursuant to MCL 324.81131(17).

Section 2. If any portion of this ordinance is held invalid or unconstitutional by any
court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and
independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of remaining portions
of the ordinance, it being the intent of the city that this article be fully severable.

Section 3. All ordinances and/or parts of ordinance inconsistent with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be effective after its adoption and publication on
November 4, 2015

She stated the City was
advised by Labor Aftorney Rick Fanning to limit any information that may be
given to the public. The information may be distorted and may not have any
fruthto it.  City Attorney Harkness also stated thatin some cases there is a
criminal and an internal investigation and rarely are they completed at the same
fime.
