A. Updates on Student and Citizen Surveys

The following observations were made by the committee on the study and citizen

surveys:

Top three parks-Victory, Holland and Rieger.
There is a desire for a community center.

A suggestion for a skate park. The committee expressed concern
pertaining to safety, maintenance and liability issues.

Itis difficult to have adult programs without some type of babysitting option.

Larry will follow up with copies of the Mclntosh Park surveys he completed and also with
Ann Kemp-Housing Commission Director pertaining to park funding for low income

areas.

Master Plan Update:

Elizabeth has provided the committee with a rough draft of the Master Plan update. She
would like all members to go through the plan, looking for any changes, additions or
updates that need to me made. This would also include all grammatical changes
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Committee would like to see interactive public art added to the agenda items in the
plan. They feel this may help increase the future grant funding.

Community projects need to be prioritized with a focus of completing one project at a
time so there isn't a competition for funding throughout the community. The committee
also wants some flexibility of priorities based on community needs and opportunities.

Drawings, pictures and additional information on the Transformation of Holland Park
also need to be added to the Master Plan.

The committee would like to promote fitness/wellness in the plan by promoting non-
motorized transportation. This would include the addition of bike lines and bike racks.
Way finding signage and bike safety events also need to be added to the plan.

City Manager Mitchell also asked the committee to look over the dog park rules that
were part of the packet and provide feedback and suggestions.

The dog park surveys are completed and Tamara will drop off at the vet's offices
