IV. Review of Parks Tour

The committee discussed the parks tour with the following highlights:
« Crowell Park may receive additional use if Clinton St. were designated as a boulevard
and would also tie in with the bike trail.

e We have several facilities throughout town so the committee would like to see
community centered activities versus a community center.

* The two parks used the most according to a survey are Victory and Rieger which both
offer amenities.

¢ The committee would like to see the property we currently have maintained versus
acquiring additional property.

« Should some parks be de-classified as parks and used just as green space?

Is the recreation millage used for parks infrastructure/updates?

Meet with MDOT concerning canoe launch at Holland Park.

Barnes Park-needs boat launch repaired and be dredged.

The Dog Park needs signage and trash cans.

McClure Park was also discussed as a possible location for canoe launch.

Need to have engineer look at Band Shell at Victory Park. Are the tennis courts used

enough to repair and maintain?

e The Committee would like to see bleachers and picnic tables added to several of the
parks.
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¢ The master plan should include for all parks a line item for handicap accessibility and
signage.

¢ Ketchum and Harris fields both need lighting updates.

« The committee would like to look into a memorial park bench program.

* Committee would like to see a door to door survey done for Mcintosh Park to see what
amenities they would like to see for the park.

« It would be nice to make Stoffer Plaza a little more inviting versus so concrete.

+ Elizabeth was able to secure documents from the Calhoun County plan Recreation
plan that would need some updating. A few things were not included that should be.
For example:

« Comment on some of the items that are not in the City limits, such as Tomac Golf

Course, The Country Club, activities available at Albion College and cities many
baseball diamonds.

* Larry would like to see recreation back in the schools. If the recreation department
were onsite it would be easier to maintain a mentoring and tutoring program and would
also make using the facilities more cost effective

V. Planning for Public Input

The Committee would like to survey the community with a youth and adult survey.
The survey would encompass the following information:

« Prioritize what they feel is important for the Parks and Recreation

e What would they like to have as far as programs and amenities?

One of the surveys completed shows children in the age group of 8-13 would like
to see tutoring and mentoring added to the recreation programs.

The committee came up with the following suggestions to have the surveys
completed:
« Work with the schools and see if the youth survey could be completed by
the students the first week of school.
« Send out the adult survey with the city's water bills.

The committee also suggested that each member choose three parks and
complete an audit form for each.
