Ismon House Update

As you probably know by now, the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO)
awarded a $120,000 grant to the Ismon House. This grant along with $50,000 from
the Albion Trust and $30,000 from the Ismon House will provide $200,000 for the
renovation of the 2" and 3™ floors of the Ismon House. Once this work is done, we
will have completed the full renovation of the Ismon House. Initial work on the
Ismon House began in 2000 and therefore it will have taken us 15 years to complete
the project.

Craig Spiegel (architect for Ismon) and I met with a representative of SHPO last
week to go over final changes that SHPO wanted to the design plans. Craig is
revising the final construction plans at the present time. I expect the plans will be
done in a couple of weeks and then they go to SHPO for final approval. We can then
begin development of the bid documents which also must be approved by SHPO.

We anticipate going out for bid on this project by late August or early September.
Bid award should be completed by the end of October. Completion of the project
should be by June of 2016. Hopefully, we will get a fair number of bidders as this is
a good winter work project. Based on the state guidelines, we will need to award the
work to the lowest qualified bidder.

Unfortunately, I will be out of town for the DDA meeting on June 10, 2015.
However, I will try to make the next DDA meeting and I can review the construction
plans with the Board at that time.

We still have a long range goal of attracting an anchor tenant to use the 2 floor
office space at the Ismon House. Under this arrangement we would hope to have
some on-site assistance in handling part of the rental process for the Ismon House.
We expect that with the additional rental space on the 3 floor that we will have
increased rentals of the Ismon House. This would be good news but also creates
additional work in handling rentals and cleaning and results in increased operating
expenses.

We expect that the Ismon House will continue to be able to cover expenses based on
the rental income. Hopefully, this will allow us to continue to have reasonable rental
rates in order to better serve the community.

It is nice to know that we have preserved a wonderful historic building and made it
useable by the whole community. We want to thank the DDA Board for their
support of our efforts.

The Friends of the Ismon House and the City of Albion voluntarily agree to enter into a cooperative agreement as
described in the balance of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with regard to the 2014 Michigan Heritage
Restoration Program (MHRP) for the rehabilitation of the Ismon House. This MOU is intended by the parties to
assist them in the coordination of mutually beneficial activities and to serve as a written record of the intentions and
responsibilities of each party at the time of signing the MOU, stated in good faith and with as much accuracy as
possible. It is not intended that this document should confer contractual rights on any party or serve as the basis for
any legal claim.

The City of Albion will act as fiduciary for the Grant and will designate The Friends of the Ismon House as the
administrative agent for the Grant.

The Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA), through its State Historic Preservation Office
(SHPO) will provide a 2014 MHRP Grant award for the Ismon House of one hundred twenty thousand dollars
($120,000). The grant requires a 40% matching share which will be provided by the Ismon House Board. The
matching share amounts to eighty thousand dollars ($80,000). The TOTAL PROJECT COST from the grant award
and the matching share totals two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000).

All grant administration requirements as outlined in the grant manual must be followed by the designated parties.

V. Order of Business

A.. Presentation-lsmon House and Approval of Michigan Heritage Restoration Program
Grant Application — Michael Herman, President of the Friends of Ismon House,
provided information on the Ismon House grant application requested for rehabilitation
of the 2nd and 3rd floor. The Friends of the Ismon House Board are seeking support
and approval for their grant application to the Michigan Historic Restoration Program.
The total project cost is $200,000, of which $120,000 is requested in the grant
application. The grant match of $80,000 consists of $30,000 from the Ismon House
and $50,000 from the Albion Trust. The Downtown Development Authority (DDA) is
the building owner and is being requested to approve a resolution supporting the grant
application; appointing Michael Herman to serve as the grant project manager; and
requesting the City of Albion to receive and pay vendor invoices related to the grant
project. There will be a 20 year preservation easement. This item was deferred from
the November 12, 2015 meeting in order to obtain additional information regarding
easement preservation and SHPO requirements.

Motion by Domingo, supported by Masternak to approval the application for the
Michigan Heritage Restoration Program Grant in the amount of $200,000, with
the total project budget being $200,000 for the renovation of the 2" and 3" floors
of the Ismon House. Motion passed on a voice vote.
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B. Presentation — Downtown Brownfield Redevelopment Project and Approval of Interlocal
Agreement with Albion Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (ABRA) for Brownfield Plan in
200 Block of S. Superior. Peggy Sindt, Director of the Albion EDC, gave an overview of the
proposed Albion Hotel project as part of a 12-year Brownfield Plan Development Project.
The DDA will forego most of the increase in property tax revenues and the capture will be
applied towards reimbursing the developer of the project for eligible and reimbursable
expenses, as the property taxes increase. The DDA and BRA capture some of the
increase. The Interlocal Agreement allows for the incremental increases to go to the DDA,
once the Brownfield reimbursement period is completed. The developer is seeking
additional support from the State, TIF, and CRP ($2 million in loans, grants or equity
investments). The State requires a demonstration of local participation, such as an
Interlocal Agreement. The current taxable value for the properties involved is approximately
$40,000. The development of the $10 million hotel project is estimated to generate $2
million in taxable value after the mixed use development; generating $100,000/year in
taxes. The Albion EDC has already voted to approve the Brownfield Plan and Interlocal
Agreement. The Brownfield district can be amended to add additional parcels.

Motion by Domingo, supported by Lawler to approval the Interlocal Agreement with
Albion Brownfield Redevelopment Authority (ABRA) for Brownfield Plan in the 200
Block of S. Superior, subject to the correction of the date and legal name of the

project. Chairperson Jeff Bell was authorized to sign the related documents.
MOTION CARRIED on a roll call vote.

C. Miscellaneous Items.
Peggy Sindt provided an update on a developer seeking an Obsolete Property
Rehabilitation Act (OPRA) application for the property at 101 N. Superior. With OPRA

exemptions, property taxes for the rehabilitated property are based on the previous year's (prior
to rehabilitation) taxable value. The taxable value is frozen for the duration of the exemption.

At the next meeting, the DDA will need to hold an election of officers and adopt the meeting
schedule for 2015.
