The Economic Development Corporation and the Tax Increment Finance Authority are separate
legal entities, which for purposes of coordination were merged by action of the City Council May
3.1982. The Brownfield Redevelopment Authority is also a separate legal entity. The EDC was
designated by City Council as the BRA governing body on Dec. 4, 2000. Brief separate
descriptions follow.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (EDC)

Purpose: To strengthen and revitalize the local economy by alleviating and
preventing conditions of unemployment, ultimate responsibility for
attracting, assisting and retaining local industries and commercial
enterprises, providing means and methods for encouragement of
attracting new and expanding current industries and commercial
business.

Establishment:  The Economic Development Corporation of the City of Albion (EDC) was
established by adoption of articles of incorporation dated July 29, 1977. The
statutory authority for the adoption is found at MCL Section 125.1601, et seq.
Board member’s qualifications are found at MCL Section 125.1604. It shall
consist of at least nine members, including the Mayor who shall serve as a
Director by virtue of holding the office of Mayor of the City of Albion — not
more than three can be an officer or employee of the municipality. The
Mayor appoints the board members with the advice and consent of the
Council.

Membership: Not less than nine members, no more than three of which may be City officers
or City staff. Ex-officio, nonvoting members: President of the Chamber of
Commerce, Sheridan Township Supervisor, Albion Township Supervisor.

City Attorney Harkness gave a brief presentation on the drug forfeiture and use policy.
He stated we are currently utilizing the administrative and judicial forfeiture process.
All forfeitures are civil actions and are administered through the Circuit Court. A
criminal charge is not required for forfeitures. The process is as follows:

* Anotice of intent to forfeit is served
Documents are forwarded to the City
City Attorney reviews and evaluates
If a defendant posts a bond and claim of interest; an action is filed to forfeit
If the Defendant does not post a bond, the property is administratively forfeited

.

Some of the items that may be used for forfeiture are controlled substances, personal
property and real property. Forfeiture processing must be completed within three
months.

We will be starting to incorporate omnibus forfeitures. The process for this type of
forfeiture is as follows:

Property is seized from the defendant

Notice of intent to forfeit is provided

Defendant is charged with the offense

Agency must await conviction to proceed if no settlement occurs

Upon conviction, defendant is provided with notice of intent to commence
proceedings.

e If the defendant claims an interest, an action if filed in District Court; if not,
administrative forfeiture
