We’ve Left Money on the Table for Too Long

Even if Albion only saw 5% of what is spent annually on the Huron River, that 

would be an extra $1,125,000 per year.

One-time investments into river and trail infrastructure, along with educating local 

business on what being “trail friendly” means, would give an economic jolt to 

Albion at a time when businesses are struggling.

 They are a small group of volunteers who need those who will support the 
efforts to speak up and step up, even if it’s just to help get the word out to 
those that may need their help.   

 They are always seeking new members, donors and those willing and 
able to foster abandoned cats and kittens and those looking to adopt. 

 In 2018, the group helped spay/neuter and vaccinate 159 cats, of which 
65 were colony cats.

MacLean Robertson, Albion College Junior have the following presentation on 
Opportunity Atlas: 

The Opportunity Atlas is an interactive map of the United States that was 
released in October 2018 by researchers from Harvard University, Brown 
University and the U.S. Census Bureau. The atlas uses past tax and census 
data to show the mobility of 20 million Americans from childhood through their 
mid-30’s.  

The research is being used to discover which neighborhoods give children the 
greatest chance to rise out of poverty. Various statistical data including 
income levels, incarceration rates and teen pregnancy can be displayed as 
filters on the map.  

Children from the neighborhoods located northwest of Superior Street are 
predicted to earn an average salary of $24,000 as adults. This number vastly 
contrasts from neighborhoods located southeast of the city. In these areas, 
children are predicted to earn upwards of $40,000 as adults. 

Even within city lines, children have such different chances at achieving 
financial prosperity.  

Some solutions include implementing more after-school programs, upgrading 
parks and granting easier access to healthcare facilities. Each of these 
solutions makes it easier for families who may need to work late or do not 
have the space for their children to play or grow. 

The opening of the new Oaklawn Express Care and Family Clinic in Albion is a 
major step in the right direction. It now gives the community easy, quick 
access to a physician on sight. Previously, citizens may have had to drive 
elsewhere for a doctor. This was not always practical for a lot of families.

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CITY OF ALBION ORDINANCE 2019-03 

 
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE 58-166, POSSESSION AND USE OF 

MARIJUANA 

 
 
FINDINGS AND PURPOSE: As the City Council is aware, the State of Michigan recently 
voted to adopt the Michigan Regulation and Taxation of Marihuana Act, also known as 
Initiated Law #1 of 2018. This legislation provides structure similar to the Michigan 
Medical Marihuana Act for businesses seeking to gain licensure for the manufacture and 
distribution of recreational marihuana. The legislation also modified the various penalties 
associated with the possession and use of marihuana by both persons who are the age 
of majority and minors. Our current ordinance is based upon the previous penalties 
contained within the Michigan Health Code. This Ordinance is being proposed for 
adoption so that our criminal ordinance is compliant with state law. As such, this ordinance 
is recommended for approval.  
 

THE CITY OF ALBION ORDAINS THAT THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF 
ALBION, MICHIGAN, IS HEREBY AMENDED BY AMENDING CHAPTER 58, ARTICLE 
VI, SECTION 58-166, WHICH READS AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1: 
 
58-166: POSSESSION OR USE OF MARIHUANA 

 

A. Possession of Excess Marihuana 

 

(1) The possession of marihuana, in excess of the amounts authorized by 
the Michigan Regulation and Taxation of Marihuana Act, as may be 
amended, (the “MRTMA”), is prohibited.  

 

(2) A person who possesses, delivers, or possesses with intent to deliver 
more than the amount of marihuana allowed by the MRTMA or cultivates 
more than the amount of marihuana plants allowed by the MRTMA, shall 
be responsible for a civil infraction and may be punished by a fine of not 
more than $100.00 and forfeiture of all marihuana.  

 

(3) A person who possesses, delivers, or possesses with intent to deliver 
more than twice the amount of marihuana allowed by the MRTMA or 
cultivates more than twice the amount of marihuana plants allowed by 
the MRTMA, shall be punishable as follows: 
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a. For a first violation, the person shall be responsible for a civil 
infraction and may be punished by a fine of not more than 
$500.00 and forfeiture of the marihuana; 

 

b. For a second violation, the person shall be responsible for a civil 
infraction and may be punished by a fine of not more than 
$1,000.00 and forfeiture of the marihuana; 

 

c. For a third or subsequent violation, the person shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor and may be punished by a fine of not more than 
$500.00 in addition forfeiture of the marihuana. 

 

B. Minors in Possession of Marihuana.  

 

(1) A person under 21 years of age who possesses not more than 2.5 
ounces of marihuana or who cultivates not more than 12 marihuana 
plants, except as otherwise authorized by law, shall be responsible for 
a civil infraction as follows: 

 

a. For a first offense: 

 

i. If the person is less than 18 years of age, a fine of 
not more than $100 or community service, forfeiture 
of the marihuana, and completion of 4 hours of drug 
education or counseling. 

 

ii. If the person is at least 18 years of age, a fine of not 
more than $100 and forfeiture of the marihuana. 

 

b. For a second offense: 

 

i. If the person is less than 18 years of age, a fine of 
not more than $500 or community service, forfeiture 
of the marihuana, and completion of 8 hours of drug 
education or counseling. 

 

ii. If the person is at least 18 years of age, by a fine of 
not more than $500 and forfeiture of the marihuana. 

 

C. Use of Marihuana on City Property Prohibited  
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(1) Consuming, smoking, or otherwise using marihuana on, in, or at any 
City property or park is prohibited. 

 

D. Use of Marihuana in Public Prohibited.  

 

(1) Consuming, smoking, or otherwise using marihuana in a public place or 
where prohibited by the person who owns, occupies, or manages the 
property is prohibited. As used in this section, “public place” shall not 
include an area designated for marihuana consumption authorized by 
the City and which are not accessible to persons under 21 years of age. 

 

(2) A person who violates this subsection is guilty of a misdemeanor 
punishable by imprisonment for not more than 90 days or a fine of not 
more than $100.00, or both. 

 

E. Prosecution under any section of this ordinance shall not be deemed to 
preclude prosecution available under any other local, state, or federal law.  

 

F. The possession, use, delivery, or intent to deliver marihuana or the cultivation 
of marihuana plants specifically authorized or permitted by other City 
Ordinances or state law is not a violation of this Section. 

 

G. Words used within this Section shall be construed to have the same meaning 
as provided in the MRTMA. 

 

State Law Reference: MCL 333.27951, et seq 
 
Section 2: Validity and Severability.  The provisions of this Ordinance are severable and 
the invalidity of any phrase, clause or part of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity or 
effectiveness of the remainder of the Ordinance. 
 

This Ordinance shall take effect May 1, 2019 after publication.

1.  What does the rate increase look like in real dollars over the five year period? 

 

Based on the initial cost of $2.36 per 1 unit (100 cubic feet):

2. If we do nothing, are we out of compliance with the State of Michigan? 

In order to qualify for USDA grants and loans we are to have our rates set at 1.5% of the 

median household income and show sustainability. 

We also have permits that regulate our Water and Wastewater.  In those permits we are 

required to provide an Asset Management Plan.  As part of that plan you are required to 

show that your utility is sustainable at the set rate structure.   

So yes, this is a compliance issue. 

 

3. Why are you showing us two different rates possibilities? 

The DPS staff understands the hardship the rate increase may present to some in our 

community.  We believe we can cut the projected engineering cost proposals by doing 

some of the projects or parts of the needed projects ourselves.  For example, the Screen 

Project was proposed at $866,000.  We researched and involved other engineering firms 

and found exactly what the WWTP needed for a total projected cost of $240,000.  While 

we cannot guarantee this type of savings for all the projects, the DPS Staff stands ready 

to do all we can to minimize the impact of the much-needed rate increase. 

 

4. Is this the last rate increase we will see for a while? 

Our recommendation is NO.  Most communities raise their rates annually by at least the 

Consumer Price index (CPI) to keep pace with inflation.  Many communities go slightly 

beyond the CPI and set an ongoing annual rate increase of 3%.
