Flyers are
available for information on what type of items the center is able to take. They ask
that items are somewhat sorted and that paper is kept separate. Also removing
the labels from aluminum cans also helps to speed up the process. One of the new
items the center is able to take is vinyl siding.

WHERAS, the Albion Building Authority was created by the Albion City Council for the
purpose of acquiring, furnishing, equipping, owning, improving, enlarging, operating and
maintaining a building or buildings, automobile parking lots or structures, recreational
facilities, and the necessary site or sites therefor, together with appurtenant properties
and facilities necessary or convenient for the effective use thereof, for use for any
legitimate public purpose of the City of Albion; and

WHEREAS, on February 12, 2015, the Albion Building Authority Board meet and voted

unanimously to request authorization from the Albion City Council to submit a request to
the Albion Trust on behalf of the Albion Building Authority, in the amount of $150,000, to
complete the Food Hub and upstairs apartment project, located at 1 12 East Erie Street,

in Albion, Michigan; and

WHEREAS, the request from the Albion Building Authority specifies that any excess or
funds not applied to this project will be returned to the Albion Trust; and

A. Approval of Barnes & Thornburg, Environmental Attorney Bills

The bills presented for payment were for the Environmental Plan with
SEMCO. Both bills were for ABA and City properties.

1. Bill #1 - $1,308.33

Brown moved, Farmer supported, CARRIED, to approve payment by
the ABA for the bill from Barnes & Thornburg for $1,308.33.

2. Bill#2 - $7,136.00

It was the recommendation of the City Manager to split this bill 50/50
between the City and the ABA because it covered services for both
ABA and City properties.

Farmer moved, Brown supported, CARRIED, to approve payment of
the bill from Barnes & Thornburg for $7,136.00 splitting it 50/50 with
the City.

C. Discussion & Authorization to Convey Property Located at 108 & 112 W
Porter Street to Albion Hotel LLC or Assigns as Part of Local Incentive
Package for the Albion Hotel Project

108 and 112 W Porter Street is the property where the Moose Lodge was
located prior to demolition. Albion Hotel LLC needs to have this property
in order to begin their hotel project. It was suggested that there be a
stipulation that if the project is not completed within a reasonable time that
the properties be returned to the ABA.

Tymkew moved, Brown supported, CARRIED unanimously, to deed 108

and 112 W Porter Street to Albion Hotel LLC for $1.00 with the stipulation
that if the project is not completed within 36 months the properties will be
returned to the ABA and that authorization is given to the Chair to sign all
documents.

D. Food Hub Project — Discussion & Funding Recommendations

The architectural estimated costs were reviewed. It is anticipated that it
will cost approximately $123,138.50 to complete the build of the Food Hub
and the upstairs apartments located at 112 E Erie Street.

There was discussion regarding the ABA asking the Albion Trust for
$125,000 - $150,000 to complete the building, noting that this project is an
investment in our downtown

Mead noted that the ABA owed the General Fund $23,000 which would be
transferred from their account soon, putting the account at $51,000.
There is a $32,000 fund balance projection use for 2015.

Brown moved, Tymkew supported, CARRIED unanimously, to ask Council
to make a request to the Albion Trust, on behalf of the ABA, for $150,000
to complete the food hub and apartments with the caveat that any excess
or unused funds will be returned to The Trust

apartment and that within the last 2 years 7 apartments have been treated
for bed bugs. Rose Pest Control inspects Maple Grove for other pests on
a monthly basis and at a cost of $350 per apartment will spray for bed
bugs as needed. In looking back at when here have been incidents, it
appears that the bed bugs generally have moved in with people. Seedorf,
who is a Maple Grove resident, along with being an ABA board member,
concurred with Robison’s statement.
