Dear Dunellen Residents & Business Owners,

Today, | was notified by the Middlesex County Public Health Department of one additional confirmed
case of COVID-19 in Dunellen. It was noted on April 15t that Dunellen had three additional reported
cases, however, one of those cases was incorrectly assigned to Dunellen. The correct number of
confirmed cases assigned to Dunellen on April 1%, is, in fact, two. Therefore, Dunellen’s current total
number of confirmed cases is fourteen. All cases are under quarantine. Personal information cannot
be shared in identifying the persons.

Middlesex County Public Health Department is the lead Agency in all investigations regarding
confirmed COVID-19 cases, including all close contacts. If it is determined that a member of the
community has been in close contact with any individual who has tested positive for COVID-19, the
County will reach out to the individual(s).

My office will continue to be contact with the Middlesex County Public Health Department and will
share whatever information is permitted by law.
