CALL TO ORDER

CONSENT AGENDA

A motion to approve the Consent Agenda was made by Commissioner Phillipe,
seconded by Commissioner Miller and carried unanimously. The Board, by adoption of its
Consent Agenda, approved the March 24, 2015 Board Proceedings; authorized the Auditor to
execute Subordination Agreements, without prior Board approval, on an as-needed basis;
approved a contract with the State of Minnesota for the Sentencing to Service program,
effective July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2017, in the amount of $120,531.00; approved the hire
of two (2) temporary Deputy Sheriff's (Grade 7, Step A); and, approved a payroll change for the
IT Administrator.

A motion to call for bids on SAP 068-672-008, bridge deck rehab on CSAH 72, Center
Street in Roseau, to be opened May 21, 2015, was made by Commissioner Falk, seconded by
Commissioner Miller and carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Commissioner Miller, seconded by Commissioner Falk and
carried unanimously to approve a contract with Morris Seal Coat and Trucking, in the amount of
$456,653.86, for the following County seal coat projects:

The Board discussed updating the County’s Retainer Agreement with Rinke Noonan. It
was noted that Rinke Noonan has provided the County with drainage system legal advice and
has been on retainer with the County for many years. A motion to approve the 2015 Retainer
Agreement with Rinke Noonan, in the amount of $200.00 per month, was made by
Commissioner Miller, seconded by Commissioner Falk and carried unanimously.

Environmental Office

Environmental Officer Jeff Pelowski met with the Board to discuss the registration/tax
exempt status of the County Transfer Station pup trailers. Pelowski informed the Board that to
comply with the State of Minnesota vehicle registration guidelines, the solid waste pup trailers
will need to be registered with the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV) with sales tax,
registration and fees paid up to date. Pelowski requested authorization for a forthwith payment
to the DMV to register the trailers. A motion to approve a forthwith payment to the Roseau DMV
in the amount of $3,922.34, for the 2009 and 2010 pup trailers sales tax, registration and fees,




was made by Commissioner Phillipe, seconded by Commissioner Falk and carried
unanimously.
