during a snow emergency.

Per section 12.16.010 of the Town Code, whenever there is snowfall or i
freezing rain event, any property owners with a parcel of property
bounding upon a Town sidewalk must remove the snow/ice within
twenty-four (24) hours from the end of the storm.
