FREE testing for any Wisconsin resident with symptoms or concerns about COVID-19. 

General Information 
 No appointment is needed 
 Testing is free 
 Stay in your vehicle; testing is done within your vehicle 
 Testing capacity is 400 tests 
 Members of the Wisconsin National Guard will conduct the testing 
 Testing is available for those ages 5 and older. 
 A parent or guardian must accompany any minor age 5-17 to consent to the testing. 
 Wear a cloth or surgical mask when you come to the testing site. 

The following are current COVID-19 symptoms: 
 Fever (>100.4) 
 Cough 
 Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing 
 Sore throat 
 Headache 
 Chills or rigors (repetitive shaking chills) 
 Muscle aches 
 New abnormalities in taste or smell 

 
 Not everyone with COVID-19 has all of these 

symptoms. 
 For many, symptoms are mild, with no fever. 
 Some people may also experience fatigue or 

gastrointestinal symptoms such as nausea, 
vomiting, diarrhea, or abdominal pain.
